Information for Parents of Secondary 2 Students (Academic Year 2023)

We warmly welcome our students back to Evergreen Secondary School for Academic Year
2023. As we embark on a new year, here are some preliminary information to keep you updated
on some school matters.

1. Principal’s Message

Welcome to 2023! Our school vision of being “A dynamic community that thinks and
cares” guides our approach in creating a quality schooling experience for our students.

The school has accomplished much despite the Covid restrictions in the past 3 years.
These include piloting Full Subject Based Banding and implementing the Personalised
Digital Learning Programme (PDLP). Most significantly, the teachers had worked
tirelessly to ensure the quality and continuous learning of our students throughout the
Covid period. We are very proud that EVGians had shown grit and self-directedness.

Our school's theme for 2023 is “Synergy”. Synergy means to combine or coordinate to
produce a joint effect that is greater than the sum of the parts.
