Information for Parents of Secondary 4 & 5 Students (Academic Year 2023)

We warmly welcome our students back to Evergreen Secondary School for Academic Year

1. Principal’s Message

Welcome to 2023! Our school vision of being “A dynamic community that thinks and
cares” guides our approach in creating a quality schooling experience for our students.

These include piloting Full Subject Based Banding and implementing the Personalised
Digital Learning Programme (PDLP).
